· Unique or first-of-its-kind features
· Proprietary technology or approach
· Innovative design or process that is new to the industry
· Opens a new market

4. Provide evidence of the product or service’s utilisation, impact, and lasting value for consumers
· Utilisation: How customers use or engage with the innovation (e.g. adoption, growth, customer satisfaction/NPS).
· Impact: The broader effect on the sector/industry, competition, or consumer behaviour.
· Lasting value: The enduring benefits for consumers, such as durability, efficiency, cost savings, or long-term reliability.

Examples of supporting evidence may include sales insights, adoption/usage data, satisfaction/NPS results, comparative performance data, testing results, or certifications.

Note: If your submission includes social, environmental, or sustainability metrics, these claims must be adequately substantiated to be considered in judging.
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
